The Fall 2008 series will open cn Thursday, October 16, with a distinguished guest speaker, Professor
Nechama Tec, discussing her book, Defiance: The Bielski Partisans, recently produced as a major mo-
tion picture, as well as the making of the movie. Prof. Tec’s renowned book tells the heroie story of
the largest armed rescue of Jews, by Jews, during World War [I. The film adaptation
was written and directed by Edward Zwick, the creator of *Blood Diamond, " and stars
Damiel Craig, alzo in “Casino Hoval,” "Munich,” & “Road to Perdition.”

MNechama Tec, born in Lublin, Poland, 1s a Holocaust survivor. Recently awarded
Doctor of Humane Letters from the HUC - Jewizh Institute of Religion in New York,
she iz the author of Every Day Lasts a Year (2007), Resilience and
Courage: Men, Women and the Holocaust (2003), Deftance: The Bielski
Partisans (1993), In the Lion's Den: The Life of Oswald Rufeisen
{1990}, nominated for the Pulitzer Prize; When Light Pierced the
Diarkness: Christian Rescue of Jews in Nazi-Occupied Poland (1986),
Prof Nechama Tec. and Diry Tears: The Story of a Lost Childhood {(1984). Her books have
author of Defiance been translated into Duteh, French, Hebrew, German, Italian, and
FPolish. In 2002, she was appointed by President George W, Bush to
the Council of the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum in Washington, D.C,
where she also serves on the Academic Advisory Commuttes of its Center for Advanced
Holocaust Studies.
